A total of 37 cars made 37 attempts to qualify.

During the month there were a total of 47 drivers on the track. There were 27 of last
vear's starting field out this year, the exceptions being Joe Leonard, Swede Savage,
Peter Revson. Hark Donohue, Bobby Allison and Graham McRae. Of the 47 on the track, 16
were rockies and the other 31 were veterans.

The farthest back that a winner has ever started was 28th position. In 1811, Ray Har-
roun stavied Irum Chut opoet el seen Lhe Fingt pace. In 1936, Louis Meyer became a three-
time winner after starting from that spot. In 1229, ¢1iff Uaodbury qualified the #8
Royle Valve Special for the pole position but crashed on the fourlll tap aud vas Awarded

the last spot, 33rd.

In 1930, Billy Arnold started on the pole and nearly accomplished the impossible. He
1est the lead at the start, but after working his way into the lead on the third lap,
led the remaining 198 laps to win.

Tommy ¥ilton became the first two-time winner of the 7"500" in 1923. The first three-
time winner was Louis Meyer who accomplished that feat in 1936. The first man to win
the race twice in a row was Wilbur Shaw who won in 1939 and 1940 for the second and
third times. HNo man has ever won three in a row.

In 1959, the defending winner, Jimmy Bryan failed to get started at the start of the
race, In 1836, Bill Cummings, the 193% winner, failed to move from his starting spot
due to a broken clutch stud.

In 1970, Jim Malloy hit the 4th turn wall on the pace lap and the race had to be halted.
In 1957, Elmer Ceorge and Eddie Russo collided on the backstretch and were eliminated
on the parade lap.

The 1971 race winner, Al Unser, gave car {1 its seventh Indy win. This moves car il

ahead of car #2 (six viclories) for the lead in that department. Cars numbered 3, 4,
14 and 1o have each won four races.

When he takes the green flag on race day, he will become
the only man ever to participate in 17 Indianapolis 500's. He was tied at 16 with CLiff
Bergere and Chet Miller at 16 each. But he was the only driver whose appearances were
consecutive (1958-1273). Next in number of races are Lloyd Ruby who has competed in

14 and Hoger McCluskey, who has taken part in 12.

There are four second-generation drivers in this year's race, an all-time high. They
are Gary Bettenhausen, son of Tony Bettenhausen:; Billy Vukovich, son of Bill Vukovich,
1953-54 race winner; Duane (Pancho) Carter Jr., son of Duane Sr.; and Johnny Parsons,
son of Johnnie Parsons, 1950 race winner.

Johnny Rutherford turned in the second-fastest gualifying run of the whole time-trial
period today but all it got him was the 25th starting spot, far away from pole winner
A. J. Foyt.

Rutherford. the 1973 pole winner from Cort Worth, Tex., avevaged 190,146 for his four-
lap (10-mile) run in the orange Gulf McLaren.

Aut because he was a "fourth period” qualifier, he had to start behind 24 first and
third period qualifiers.

Two cars were ~bumped” from the starting lineup in the traditional last-minute dra-
matics. The drivérs were Denny Zimmerman, a former rookie-of-the-year and Jigger
Sivois, the traditional "hardluck guy” of the Speedway.

“ike Hiss gave the crowd their early thrill by averaging 187.49C in his Norton Spirit
MeLaren/Offy to gain the outside starting spot iIn the front row.

Gordon Johncock, the 1973 winner, qualified his STP Double 0il Filter Fagle/Offy at
186.287. which should be good for the pole spot in the second row. But USAC impounded
the car because the ‘tell-tale’ gauge indicated the possibility the car had qualified
with the same controversial ‘big blower used by his teammate, Wally Dallenbach on
last Saturday to gain the middle spot in the front row at 189.683,

USAC said dynamometer tests will be made today before any ruling on the car is an-
nounced,

Jim McFlreath, veteran driver from Arlington, Tex., qualified and then withdrew in

his "backup car’. He then qualified his front-line machine, the fu5 Thermo King Eagle/
Offv marginally faster. But the gain in speed would not have changed his starting
position,

Mario Andretti, the 1969 winner, gained the middle spot in the second row at 186.027
in his /5 Viceroy Fagle/Offy. He was one of three “Superteam" drivers to qualify.

The others were Al Unser, 1970-71 winner, who took the middle spot in Row 9 at 183.88%
in the #15 Viceroy Eagle/Offy and rookie Jan Opperman, last qualifier of the day, who
hit 176.186 in the £51 Viceroy Parnelli/Offy, to take the middle spot in the last row.

There is a total of seven rookies in the race. The others are Tom Sneva, Duane Carter
Jr. and Bill Simpson, who qualified opening day and four who made the race today.

The others ape Tom Bigelow, 180.144 in the Bryant Heating and Cooling Vellstedt/Offy
for 23rd spot: Johnny Parsons Jr., 180,252 in the Vatis Finley/Offy for 29th spot and
Larry Cannon, 173.963 in the Hoffman Auto Racing Fagle/Offy for the 33rd and last spot.

Field average for this year's starters is 182.787 mph, compared to 192,329 in 1973, a
drop of 2,542 miles per hour.

There were absolutely no accidents during the day. Three hours and 37 minutes of quali-
fying time were lost because of rain.

Rookie Jan Opperman became the sixth driver of the month to say a sudden "helle" to the
concrete walls of the Indianapolis Motor Speedway and George Bignotti announced that
1973 Indy winner Gordon Johncock will use the same king-size blower on his STP Eagle to
qualify Saturday that Wally Dallenbach used last week.

With most of the controversy of the last few days quieted down, today was primarily a
day of work with 32 cars getting in some practice time on a warm and sunshiny day--
which in itself is an oddity from the last week at the track.

Significantly, 26 of those 22 cars were unqualified with Johnny Rutherford posting top
time again at 191,938 with his ##3 Team McLaren. Bobby Unser was out of town, but his
brother Al, kept the family in the news by posting a lap at 1%0.033 in his #15 Viceroy
Lagle. Both Rutherford and Al are ineligible for pole position when time trials re-
sume Saturday.

Fastest among the "eligibles" was Salt Walther, who returned to the track after an out-
of-tovn trip and cranked a lap at 188.7 wmph with the No. 77 Dayton-Walther YicLaren.
That speed would have earned him a spot on the outside of the front row if he'd turned
it last Saturdey.

Opoperman, a whiz on the dirt tracks and trying to adjust gradually to the asphalt, had
turned a lap at 179.140 earlier but was on a warmup circuit when the left rear wheel of
his #51 Viceroy Parnelli slipped into the grass as he went through the No. 2 turn. He
came out of the grass in a half-spin and slid 250 feet into the outer wall. Ile bounced
off. did another half-spin and "kissed"” the cement again.

The car wasn't damaged too badly and Opperman had only a sprained wrist from his tussle
to repain control of his machine.

Cldon Rasmussen became the final driver to complete his mandatory four-phase test in
the #58 Ras-Capr entry. There will be no further rookie tests begun this season.

Two drivers stepped into new rides today. Bentley Warren skipped out of the #94 Tassi
Vatis Finley and Johnny Parsons Jr. stepped in. Warren quickly reached 182 mph in the
#26 Kinpfish, a backup to Tom Sneva's machine and will attempt to qualify that car
Saturday.

Dallenbach turned this days fourth-fastest speed of 188.126. Defending 500 champion
Gordon Johncock hit 187.188 in his #20 STP Fagle -- the one which Bignotti said will use
the same type of big blower utilized by his teammate, Dallenbach, last Saturday.

Marie Andretti, the 1969 winner, made further progress in getting used to his new
Viceroy Eagle with a lap at 186.954. Billy Yukovich, another of the already-qualified
contingent, turned in 185.567 in the #4 Sugaripe Prune Eagle. Steve Krisiloff, also
qualified, got 185.147 in the #60 STP Eagle, which is equipped with the conventional
smaller blower. Jerry Grant, another of the qualified group, got 184,539 in the #55
Cobre Firestone Eagle.

Two of the group yet to qualify, Jerry Karl and Bob Harkey, had reason for smiles.

Karl got 184.354 in the #42 Hopkins Eagle. His teammate, Harkey, got 183,224 out of

Chief Steward Tom Binford unloaded the latest ruling of what is turning out to be a
controversial month of May when he announced that Wally Dallenbach will have to use
the same king~size blower he had on his STP Eagle in last Saturday's opening day of
time trials for the 500-mile race.

George Bignotti, chief mechanic for the STP entries, had protested a decision by Bin-
ford last Sunday that Dallenbach could not switch to a smaller and more fuel-conserva-
tive blower for the race itself.

& “jury" consisting of Binford, referee Don Cummins and steward Art Meyers ruled this
morning that there was a "significant difference in performance characteristics be-
tween the two types of blowers.”

Binford also said there was no positive proof that the Dallenbach car utilized in
excess of 80 inches of boost as required during qualification attempts -- but "both
parties admit that it could have, since the USAC nopoff valve used at that time was
insufficient in size to handle the much larger capacity of Bignotti's blower, if it .
had been operated at full capacity.”

A new and larger popoff valve has already been manufactured and will be used on any
cars attempting to qualify Saturday with a large blower similar to the one Dallenbach
had on his car. The new valve is built to withstand much more pressure and is designed
to prevent any possible override from a king-size blower unit.

Bignotti apparently will abide by the decision and will try to solve the problems of
fuel economy and boost lag expected from the large unit in the race itself,

Parnelli Jones, co-owner of the Vel's Parnelli Jones team of Al Unser, Mario Andretti
and Jan Opperman, said his team would mot use a large valve in qualifying Saturday --
although it had spent a considerable amount of money developing such a blower.

Several other owners or mechanics were upset by the ruling that the larger popoff
valve would be used Saturday -- despite Dallenbach's "temporary” middle~of-the-front-
row positioning would still stand.

There was little action on the track on a day that began with almost-violent, gusty
winds and ended with rain.

Only 10 machines got in practice time with A. }. Foyt posting the quickest lap at
189.913 miles an hour in his Gilmore Coyote pole car.

Fldon Rasmussen passed the first three phases of his rookie driving test in the Ras-Car
Special and Johnny Parsons Jr. made his first appearance in the No. 38 Carl Gehlhausen
entry. Only other "quick’ time recorded on the electric eye was by Mike Mosley at
183,785 mph in the No. 98 Lodestar Eagle.

The track was closed for the day at 4:u48 p.m., due to a downpour. It had heen shut
down earlier for about a gquarter hour by rain by 2:37 p.m.

Johnny Rutherford showed once again todayv--what he might have been able to do last
Saturday as he turned the fast lap of a windy day at 191.6393 miles an hour in the Team
ticLaren entry,.

Rutherford, of course, is ineligible for challenging A. J. Foyt for pole position--
because his car wasn't presented to the starting line inside the time limit last
Saturday.

Foyt was out with his pole car, running at 190.234% mph with the Gilmcre Coyote and
Bobby Unser added a lap at 190.516 mph with his Olsonite Eagle--5 miles faster than
he qualified Saturday. Al Unser went 187.891 in his No. 15 Viceroy Eagle, and Mario
Andretti did 184.804 in a team Eagle. Cary Bettenhausen was clocked at 186.760 mph
with the Mo, 9 Score McLaren,

Jan Opperman began working carefully up to qualifying speed with the No, 51 Viceroy
Parnelli Special. turning a top lap of 177.519 mph less than a day after he completed
his rookie test,

Roger McCluskey, the defending United States Auto Club National Driving Champion, had
a busy day trying to work the "kinks" out of his radically-new No. 1 English Leather
Riley. "We're having the same problems you always have with a brand-new car,” said
McCluskey who "sweated” over the ill-fated Antares just two years age. "This is the
car we intend to qualify Saturday and I think we will have the problems worked out

bv then,’ McCluskey's best timed lap was 179.390 mph with a conventional rear wing
rather than the low-slung "tail" the car first sported.

Tom Sneva made his first appearance in his No. 26 backup Kingfish car. "I'm just
shaking it down,” he said. YI'm sure we'll put someone in it and try to qualify the
car Saturday.”

Tom Binford, new chief steward at the Speedway, issued a statement concerning tomorrow
morning's scheduled hearing on the king-sized blower Wally Dallenbach used to qualify
in second-fastest Saturday in the MNo. 40 STP 0il Treatment Eagle.

Binford's statement pointed out that'"George Bignotti's vequest to change the TEO-18
turbocharger to a smaller turbocharger for use during the race had been denied Sunday
on the basis that such a change would significantly effect the performance of the car.
This judgement was based on technical evidence regarding the two blowers. The intent
of this rule, as the intent of the tire rule, is to prevent cars from using a signi-
ficantly dlfferent configuration for gualification and the race. It has been included
in the entry blank for years and has been enforced on previous occasions.

Other top speeds among the already-qualified cars were the 184,350 of Mike Mosley in
the #93 Lodestar Eagle and the 182.4 by Jerry Grant in the #55 Cobre Firestone Eagle.

Among the cars still to qualify, Mel Kenyon turned in 180.072 in the #19 Ayr-Way Lloyd's
tagle/Foyt: John Martin hit 178.724 in the Sea Spray Shrimp Cocktail McLaren; Bob Harkey
oot to 178,724 in the Peru Circus Fagle/Foyt; Jim Hurtubise got te 177. 725 in the Miller
High Life McLaren; and Larry Cannon hit 175.228 in the {59 Hoffman Aute Racing Eagle.

Jan Orperman and Mike Hiss were the most happy fellas today on the lightest day of
activity at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway so far during 1974. It was hardly a typical
Mother's Day at the track. This Sunday has always been a qualifying day before, but
this was just a routine practice day because of the energy crisis and resultant adjust-
ment in the schedule,

Opperman was happy because he completed the final phase of his driver's test, received
approval from a jury of veteran drivers and was able to peel the rookie tape off the
tail of his #51 Viceroy Parnelli. Having undergone a medium-length haircut, Opperman
now looks much less the hippie than he did before he got to Indianapolis. He is the
early sensation of the 1974 USAC Sprint circuit, leading the point standings

with cne victory, two seconds and a third on his record.

Hiss. who in 1972 won the Rookie-of-the-Year diadem that Opperman will be seeking this
trip, also had reason for jubilation after he turned in the day’'s fastest practice lap
of 187.032 in the Yorton Spirit MclLaren despite a high wind that prevailed at the time.

Hiss is delighted to be back with the Roger Penske team and its first-class operation.
He finished a hirhly-creditable second in the California 500 of 1972 while driving for
Penske as a substitute for Gary Bettenhausen, who had been injured in a Sprint car
accident the previous month,

The run stamped Hiss as a definite threat to break into the front row of the starting
lineup when time trials are resumed at 1l a.m. next Saturday (May 18). Mike's car is
one of 11 that are still eligible for the pole and other spots in the "fipst period"
qualifying order. That number was increased from 10 when USAC officials announced
that John Martin has been restored to the first-period group after being taken out of
it mistakenly.

Georpe Bignotti, chief mechanic for the Patrick Racing Team, filed an official protest
today at 2:35 p.m. against the decision of Chief Steward Tom Binford that the #40 STP
01l Treatment EBagle/Offy qualified by Wally Dallenbach Saturday must run with the sane
tyre turbo-charger in the race that it used in time trials.

Binford set a hearing on the protest for Tuesday (May 14) at 9 a.m. at the USAC office
in the Speedway pgarage area.

The turbo-charger in questicn is an extra-large type that the crew said allowed Dallen-
bach to have an extra 100 horsepower for his qualification run. Running the big
"blower in the race could cause some added technical preblems, so the crew would pre-
fer to zo back to the conventional type turbo-charger. But USAC said "Neo."

Birnotti arpgued that there was precedent because in the 1974 California 500 at Ontario
Motor Speedway last March, some cars were qualified with one type of turbo-charger
unit and then switched to another for the race.

Only 11 cars were on the track on a day that began with a clear blue sky and bright
sunshine and ended with high winds and dark skies. Other top speeds besides that of
Hiss included 181.232 by Jim McElreath in his #46 backup car; 174.452 for rookie Larry
Cannon in the #59 Hoffman Auto Racing Fagle and 168.350 by Opperman. Larry Rice was
out for his first practice runs in the #39 LaWarre Eagle/Chevy.
