With the track closing at 5:30 p.m. because of rain, there were 10 yellow light
perieds for 3 hours and 5 minutes (2 hrs. 6 min. for rain).

A field of eight finalists plus one alternate has been set for the 9th annual Miller-
Indy Pit Stop Contest scheduled for Thursday, May 23 at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway.
Competing for the $50,000 purse posted by the sponsoring Miller Brewing Company will be
four teams who gained eligibility through official 500-mile race qualification runs

at the Speedway on May 11 plus four others who mede the field through pit stop contest
qualification triels which were held May 14-15-16. The initial four qualifiers include
pole sitter Pancho Carter and his Valvoline Hawk Buick team, Scott Brayton and the
Driesbach & Son Buick Cadillac March, Mario Andretti and the Beatrice Lola team and
Emerscn Fittipaldi with the T-Eleven Patrick Racing March. Bobby Rahal, who was
eligible by virtue of his 500-mile race qualifying average of 211.818 mph and front

row starting position, declined to compete in the pit stop contest, moving Fittipaldi
into the field. The second four teams include Geoff Brabham in the Coors Silver Bullet
March, Roberto Guerrerc in the Master Mechanic Tools March, rookie Arie Luyendyk in the
Dutch Treats Lola and Howdy Holmes, driver of the Forsythe Racing Jiffy Mix Lola. Don
Whittington's STP 0il Trestment March will be the alternate in the event one of the
qualified teams is unable to compete, Defending champion Michael Andretti, whose

Kraco team won last year's pit stop contest was unable to compete because of damage

to his car and lack of time to get it ready for contest qualification before the
deadline. TFittipaldi said, "My 7-Eleven Patrick Racing teammates are looking forward
to competing. TI've never done anything like this but I understand that it is a

lot of fun and highly competitive." Mario Andretti said he always looks forward to a
contest like this because "it gives a chance for my guys to shine." "The one thing I
must say about Indy car racing as opposed to other series that I've participated in is
that it's really a team endeavor," the elder Andretti said.

The Buick V6 turbocharged engine, qualified on the pole position by Pancho Carter

and in second front-row spot by Scott Brayton, today received the Louis Schwitzer
Award for innovation and engineering excellent in race car design. The award was
presented by Steve Widmer, award committee chairman of the Indiana Section of the
Society of Autcmotive Engineers, to Joseph M. Negri, manager of Buick Special Products
Engineering, and Ronald L. Kociba, special products manager. The Schwitzer Award is
given annually in recognition of engineering excellence on cars entered in the
Indianapolis 500, It is intended to reward "those persons with the courage and

conviction to explore and develop new concepts in racing technology." The Buick
stock block V6 is a 209 cubic inch turbocharged engine developing 800 horsepower at
8200 rpm.

Chip Ganassi is now in the #84 Calumet Farm/Foyt March, and Tony Bettenhausen, in the
#97 Skoal Bandit Lola.

Peter McKenzie-Sanders, Coordinator for the Canadian Tire Racing Team today announced
that due to a lack of super speedway experience and insufficient remaining time, Johnny
Pa?sons will replace rookie Jacques Villeneuve in the cockpit of their #76 March for
this year’s Indianapolis race. Applying wuch the same wisdom displayed here earlier

by another aspiring Indianapolis starter, Willy T. Ribbs, Villeneuve, although
extremely disappointed, explained: '"We have always worked well as a team...I just ran
out of time here at Indy."

Day 15 - Saturday, May 18, 1985 (Third Qualifying Day)

As the last weekend of qualifications open this morning tension runs high. High
temperatures and brisk winds played havoc with the first two days of qualifications
last week, lowering speeds comsiderably from those posted during practice. The 10
to 15 degrees cooler temperatures and light breezes forecast for this weekend are
almost ideal, setting the stage for a flurry of qualification activity.

The track opened for practice at 9:00 a.m. and when it closed at 10:15 a.m., 6 of
the 16 unqualified cars on the track, had bettered their previous fastest practice
times. Kevin Cogan, in his #18T Kraco Stereo/Wolff Sun Systems back-up Mzrch was
quickest of the session at 208.333 m,p.h., 4,540 m.p.h. faster than his qualification
run in his primary car. Johnny Parsons ran 207.102 in #76, Jim Crawford 205.479 in
#34, John Paul, Jr. in #43 did 204.591, Chet Fillip ran 203.022 in #38T, and Tony
Bettenhausen in #97 moved up to 201,207. Of the 4 qualified cars on the track: #5
Danny Sullivan; #6 Pancho Carter; #11 Al Unser, and #12 Bill Whittington, Unser was
fastest with 208,044,

After a flyby of jet fighters from Hulman Field A.N.G., a parachute demonstration
by Fort Bragg, North Carolina Green Berets, and the official swearing in of a group
of military recruits by Senator Richard Lugar, opening ceremonies were concluded
with the playing of the National Anthem by the 74th Army Band.

At 11:00 a.m. the track was declared open for qualification by Chief Steward, Mr.
Tom Binford, and at 11:01 a.m. the first qualifier moved away.

Herm Johnson, released from the hospital since his accident in practice May 10th, is
the first driver in the nearly 20 year history of STP's Time Trial Predictions contest
to sweep all its three categories. Herm's uncanny estimates of the fastest lap, pole
average and slowest average were the closest ever logged in the contest and earned
him a $300 check for the STP Corporation.

In this year's edition of 1984's Emmy winning ABC coverage of the 500-Mile Race, 200
of the network's employees will use: 26 cameras; 8 videocassette machines; 1l video-
tape recorders; over 250 historical background tapes; approximately 10 miles of cable;
12 house trailers; six trucks; and two support vehicles. Besides the United States,
the Roone Arledge production will be seen in 15 foreign countries.

After a month of recording and reporting their every act, members of the Indianapolis
Motor Speedway Media Staff would like to wish the drivers in this year's 500-Mile Race
good luck and Godspeed.

I wanted to drive conservatively, but I also wanted to finish as high up as I could.
I'm pleased that I won the Vandervell award...I hope I can do it again back hame,

{on the car) There was a push, but nothing serious. The Dutch Treats/Sport Magazine
Lola worked fine and I thank my crew for their good work. Tire changes helped a lot.
(on finishing the race) I really don't know what to say--I'm very pleased. It hasn‘t
sunk in yet. Sixth is pretty good." {Courtesy Ned Wicker, Vandervell p.r.)

RICK MEARS: "Five or six laps before the yellow every time I'd go under another car
it felt like I downshifted. I knew it was the gearbox or the linkage. I could run 205
in clean air. I was in shape to give 'em a battle. I never felt my feet at all in the
car. I didn't even know they were down there. I kept having to came in because my
faceshield fell off. The pin came loose on the left side. The first time it happened,
the shield just fell away. So when my crew replaced the shield, I knew the new screw
would be tight. But it came loose and fell off again. We don't know why, but every
time it happened I'd fall way back and have to pass my way back to where I was.

(on dropping ocut) I've never had to do this before. I don't know where to go."

TOM SNEVA: (on his accident) "I saw two cars in front of me, then the Skoal Bandit
Eagle snapped backwards and we hit the wall. We weren't aware of that loose tire
bouncing around, all I could see was bits and pileces flying sbout and the car jumped
sideways. It was real slick. We thought we had the car under control, but I quess not.
The turbulence was as bad out there today as everyone had been predicting and you just
had to work through it. The Eagle performed magnificently and we were running right up
along with the leaders according to our game plan. We made major changes during the
Six pit stops and each time the car got better and faster. The adjustments were mainly
wing and crossweight changes. I have a stiff neck, but that's not going to stop me
playing golf tomorrow. '

ED PIMM: "I lost a lap early on. Right at the end I lost another lap with a flat tire.
But I'm real pleased with finishing the Indy 500 as a rookie. The Skoal Bandit Eagle
had same understeer but I felt real camfortable withthe car. My inexperience lost
me the first lap under the vellow and it was just too difficult to catch back up.

I didn‘t find this to be my hardest race, I think Milwaukee is the toughest on the
circuit. "

TONY BETTENHAUSEN: "We lost a front bearing towards the end of the race and that forced
us to park the Skoal Bandit lola. We put the car together with very little time and I
feel if we had been able to prepare it better I would have been more campetitive. I would
like to make Milwaukee, but there are a lot of factors involved.

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GECRGE SNIDER: '"The car was running good. I was pleased with it. It needs another year
of development. We should came back next year prepared to race. "

DON WHITTINGTON: "Samething in the engine let go. Up to that point, the race had gone
very well. The only problem was that the engine was a little down in horsepower. This
race 1s an endurance contest and we were in good skape to make a charge. After this, I'm
really looking forward to the rest of the schedule. The car worked very well. However,
turbulence was a real problem. "

RAUL BOESEL: "I ran over same debris fram the Vogler-Sneva crash. It punctured my
radiator and ripped the undertray off. It was a real disappointment. I learned a great
deal about oval-track racing as the race progressed, and we were getting much stronger.”

DICK SIMON: "The race started well, as I picked up 4 or 5 positions on the first lap.
Then the engine got lazy. I held an after that, until the oil pressure went away."

JIM CRAWFCORD: "The car pushed badly fram day one. We lost our radios on lap 2.

We lost a couple of laps when we couldn't fuel the car because the fuel vents weren't
functioning properly. The car then overheated and damaged the spark box. My steady plod
to the finish was thwarted. It was an easy race to drive (as campared to Long Beach)
and T didn't have any major dramas. "

ARIE LUYENDYK: "The physical demands were not as severe as I thought they would be.
The yellow light periods really helped."

JOHNNY PARSONS: "I was obviously pleased with the race. I certainly had no canplaints.
I tried to run consistently, but the handling characteristics kept changing. Conse-
quently, I was quite busy. My only close call came at the end of the race, when Don
Whittington hit the wall. I actually went by him before he hit the wall. It looked like
something in the right front dropped."

DEREK DALY: "The race was difficult. However, three days after the track opened, we
didn't even have a toolbox. In that perspective, the whole month went well. The car
developed an understeer, which we could never correct. Physically, I'm fine. This

1s my first race since Michigan International Speedway in Septerber. I had nc pain, no
problems. I'm well on the road to recovery. "

GEOFT BRABHAM: “We changed the sparkbox when we came in on our last pit stop (lap 121)

but the engine had gone sour before that anyway. It happened on the last lap before that
stop. The car had been pushing really badly all day and we really never got going as well
as we expected we would. I had the boost turned all the way up and it rnmning a

couple inches less than it should have been. That, cambined withthe push, made it extremely
difficult to get around anybody. It's very disappointing after you spend the entire month
here and feel you have a good shot."

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JOEN PAUL, JR: "I was having fin until the wheel came off. The car didn't generate

mach dewnforce, until we adjusted the front wing quite late in the race. I immediately
picked up about 7 mph. I was then able to really race with people. I had what I thought
was a problem with the wheel weight, as the car began to vibrate. Obviously the problem
was the wheel itself. End of story.”

DANNY SULLIVAN: (on his spin) 'well, we'd been mmning pretty good, and wmkatiie car was workin

but I needed to get in front of him {Mario) 'cause the turbulance was quite bad and the car
tended to nush 2 little bit too much when T was behind him and I had him going down

the straightawav bit not a real clean shot. Going into turn 1, he went ahead and took his

line--we were kinda side by side and I went down on the apron with all four wheelsdown there.

As I started to come back up, of course, T hit the little stripes (painted lines), just looped

the car. I thought that was all she wrote. It just spun around, didn't hit anything and

all of a sudden, the smoke cleared and I was facing towards Turn 2 and I just stuck it down

in gear and tock off. Well, one thing I gotta finish, I don't know if I should tell you,

I thought there were only 12 laps to go in the race when I was passing him because I misread

the radio communications. That's way I was so anxious to get by him,

(on last yellow light when everything slowed down) "Well, I was kind of hoping the pace car
would pick up the pace so we could finish under the yellow. But they slowed it down. I

think they had to finish it under green to make it good. And I knew fram my radio communication
that Maric was two cars back so T knew all I had to do was set the pace and I knew at that
stage that T had measure of just about anybody on the track cause of what had happened before
that and T still had the same set of tires and the fuel load was licht and I had a clean

track in front of me. Se, I knew all I had to do was get through those three laps and not
make a mistake and we'd be hame. " Walker

{Same of the Marches had pushing problems. Explain what Derrick ACrew Chief-did to your car)
"Basically, what we were doing was playing around with tires, trying to get a good set and
the right stagger and a good amount. We had run in about 12 sets of tires last week and
Bernie King (team tire man) went through '‘em and found a set that fit the right conditions
and those were the cnes we ran. We made sane internal adjustments in the cockpit through
Derrick and Allen Jenkins under their guidance. We just adjusted the car that way, but we
didn't actually change anything on the car. We didn'tput any more wing in it, any wicker
bills in it or anything like that. "

(2nd time he passed Mario, looks like he set him up for next 5 laps or so) "I knew I had

a few more laps to pass him. And I wasn't going to screw it up again. I wanted to get bv
clean and T knew I could take him. It was just a matter of setting him up. These things

are so critical. If you back off that throttle almost an amount vou couldn't even tell
sittino here, you lose all that tow going down the straightaway. That can came fram getting
a little bit of a push and you're rumning up towards the wall and you have to breath it just
a little bit. Mario did that one time and I closed up on him and cot a tow off turmn one. I
also didn't let him push me down on the apron this time."

(on being behind the Vogler/Sneva accident) "On the restart, we all went charging down into
that corner and I didn't realize it was Vogler at the time. I think he got hooked up with
sanebody else . I'm not so sure it wasn't Howdy. He spun Vogler up inte the walland Tam

had come into the corner and he saw everything going an as did I. T just had a little bit
more room. Iwas a little bit back at the beginning of the cormer. Tom had to go on the
brakes just to stop the car and he wasn't sure, he just lost it whether he pinched it a little
too much or the brakes caught , whatever. He spun it, and I was looking at him spinning

in the road right in front of me and I just missed him. I got through that, and I thouaht
after these last five-six laps, it was qoing to be a long day or I was going to survive,"
